Deshaye Library Procedures
1. Be kind and respectful to teachers, fellow students, and of course the BOOKS. Be honest and let me know if you find a damaged book so I can replace it or let me know if something happened to it in your care. 

2. [image: ]Please be quiet while the class is reading or while Mrs. Patterson is teaching.

3. Always use your library voice. 

4. Walk.

5. Always follow the check-out procedures. If you need help ask your classroom library helper or teacher. 

6. Please return books NICELY into the Book Return bin.

7. If you look at a book, but don’t sign it out, please put it in the red bucket or in the correct spot on the shelf.

8. Please use shelf markers at all times! Magic sticks make it so much easier for Mrs. Patterson and you 

9. If Mrs. Patterson needs your attention, she will raise her hand and count down from 3.

Book Check-Out Procedures
1. Return your old books. You can only have 3 books checked out at a time. Your teacher may help you in the primary grades. Some people will have sticks with a barcode and some will have their barcode on their agenda. If you are in the library looking for a book, your agenda or stick must be in your hand. If you come for open book exchange without it you will not be able to sign out a book.

3. Quietly line up at the library desk with your library barcode ready and books with barcodes up for primary students. Older students may independently sign out books but need to remember to “reset” after. Please use the window computer older students. 

4. A teacher or trained library helper will sign out you books. If you are unsure or the computer has not been logged in. Older students may start circulation up for me using the posters on the wall. 

5. Quietly sit down at your spot and start reading.
